                                       SIROIS  FAMILY  VINTAGE  RACING  AUCTION  

 
Former Hoosier racer Leon "Jigger" Sirois of Williamsburg, VA has signed up with Indianapolis auction company owner Dan Ripley's  
Antique Helper.  The live/online auction has been scheduled for Friday evening, June 3, 2011 at Ripley's auction building located at 
2764 E. 55th Place in Indianapolis.  This auction of rare auto racing items from the 1950's - 1970's will be on display at the Auto Racing 
Memorabilia Show at the Indianapolis Motor Speedway on Saturday May 28th with the option of bidding on items during the show.  
All the proceeds from the Sirois Family auction will be donated to Riley Hospital for Children in Indianapolis.   
  
The majority of these items are from the late "Frenchy" Sirois of Shelby, IN  a well known mechanic on three Indy 500 winning teams.  
Lee Wallard's Belanger #99 in 1951, Sam Hanks and Jimmy Bryans '57 & '58 wins in the Belond roadster. Many autographs including 
Clark Gable, Jim Clark, Juan Fangio, etc  are in this historic collection that also includes a rare early 1950's piloto (driver) arm band 
from the Mexican Road race along with two Ferarri uniforms from the Monza races in the late 50's.   A complete catalog of items will be 
posted on the internet for online bidding as early as April, concluding with live streaming of the actual live auction from Indy on June 3.
